ENGINE AND EMISSION CONTROL MAINTENANCE

NOTE:

(2) Maintenance-free item. For service procedures.
(3) Replace the engine oil and engine oil filter at the same time. After a high performance driving [engine oil temperature while driving:110°C (230°F − 130°C (266°F)], change both engine 
oil and oil filter every 5 000km (3 000 miles). If engine oil temperature exceeds 130°C (266°F) while driving, change both engine oil and oil filter immediately, even when the timing is 
premature for changing oil.
(4) Replace spark plug when the spark plug gap reaches 1.0mm (0.039 in) or more, even if within specified periodic replacement mileage.
(5) Periodic maintenance is not required. However, if valve noise increases, inspect valve clearance.
(6) Visually inspect the throttle chamber for deposits, and clean as necessary.
